1.  How come the evangelist Paul desired so much to go to Rome?  

      -It is God’s reason for us to live on this earth (Absolute Plan). 
 (1) The place where all 237 nations are gathered 
  1) The US is the greatest missions field 

  2) Doing multiethnic ministry here is the greatest blessing. 
 (2) The US is a place where all idols and spiritual problems of the world are gathered. 
  1) The prophecy about ‘Babylon the great’ in the last days (Rev. 18:2-3)  

  2) Do you know our mission on this land?  
  3) God has raised us up as the spiritual watchmen, spiritual doctors, and 
      spiritual ambassadors to save the Rome of this age, the US. 

 
 
2.  What must we do to save this land of America?  

     -Our church must play the role of the spiritual platform that saves and presents the 
      solution to everyone (Absolute Covenant).  
 (1) Let us uncover the clear reason why Christ must be the solution to all problems and 

      circumstances.  
      -Christ is the only one who has come as the solution to the three spiritual problems. 
  1) What are the three spiritual problems?  

   a. The curse of the original sin that we unwittingly encounter 
   b. The curse of satan that deceives, kills, and fails us 
   c. The curse of hell that comes as a result 

  2) Christ came with three authorities to solve these three fundamental problems 
   a. True Priest - Set us free from curses (Rom. 8:1-2) 
   b. True King – Destroyed the works of the devil (1 Jn. 3:8)  

   c. True Prophet - Opened the way to meet God and go to heaven (Jn. 14:6)  
 (2) Hold onto the authority and power of Christ within us, continue the spiritual battle, 
       and receive strength within prayer (Prayer 24). 

  1) Satan will attack us to deceive us with great strength (Eph.6:11-12) 
  2) However, with spiritual power, revive and save everyone we meet. 
   a. This is the vessel we must enjoy. 

   b. Therefore, He has raised us as those who save, those who bless (1 Pet.2:9) 
 (3) What does God desire of this land for 237 missions?  
  1) Start from something you or the church does well. 

  2) In that sense, this missions conference has great significance. 
  3) If we are within the blessings of the 237 missions, then our posterity will enjoy 
      the same blessings (Blessing of Transmission). 

  4) It will become the way to transmit the covenant, blessings, and the spiritual  
      strength. 
  5) Children with those parents, the posterity that has witnessed those kinds of  

      1st generations will play an important role to save this age.
